
Annual Declaration of Confidentiality and Absence of Conflict of Interest

Having regard to Article 52 of the Financial Regulation
:


This means that any interest financial or otherwise, either directly or through a partner, spouse or close relative, which could be perceived as being likely to interfere with the exercise of a Committee Member’s independent judgement, should be disclosed to the Committee in question.
I, the undersigned, hereby commit myself to respect the following in relation to my participation in the selection of projects within the YOUTH programme:

· The discussions during the selection meetings are subject to confidentiality, and the proceedings should not be made public by any member or observer of the panel.

· As a member of the panel I will be objective and impartial in my assessment of the projects and will base my advice on the written criteria and financial rules applicable to the Action concerned. My judgement will take into account the quality of projects and not their country or organisational origin.

· Should there be any conflict of interest, I will immediately inform the chairperson of the selection panel and I will abstain from expressing my opinion, including voting, on the application involved.
