Applications and Schedule – 4 x Action 1 + 1 x Action 3
Applications were looked at in detail in 3 small groups of 4 or 5; conclusions were fedback to the full group which endorsed their recommendations.

Minutes and Matters Arising

Minutes from April 25th were agreed. There were no matters arising. 

5. Declarations of Interest – and Committee Member details forms
These forms are needed for audit purposes MJ to e mail those not yet received and asked everyone to return.

6. Report back from Chairs and Co-ordinators Meeting
MJ and RS had attended – Nick Gunner had highlighted the need to have committees meeting within 2 weeks of the deadlines, and that committees to set strict 2 week limits to conditions and additional info. Therefore applications must be with regional Co-ordinator by deadline otherwise would not be able to process and get any additional info for the meeting date.

Need to visit exchanges had been highlighted should be visiting 6 each year; MJ asked that people try to visits exchanges happening on their patch and record on pro-forma.

Coming towards end of this EYP 2000 – 2006 new one starts 2006 –7, details later; much that we are familiar with but some changes in emphasis and ages, some actions brought together etc; however should be able to support same sorts of activity.

Emphasis from Council of Europe and EU on European citizenship, likely to be a major theme. 

CYI currently being audited therefore lots of requests for reports, minutes, finances etc.

7. British Council

Lisa told the meeting about 2 initiatives that they had been seeking Y&H yw involvement – seminar on British identity being held this week in Oxford – didn’t know what the response had been; MJ had circulated and colleagues had seen the request

Pakistan – requested 6 youth forums interested in youth democracy project in Pakistan – MJ circulated and had forwarded those interested – Naz also requested info 2 year project working together will involve someone from all projects meeting. Person from Pakistan currently in Y&H visiting possible groups. 4 groups so far.

8. ADDITIONAL INTERNATIONAL WORK 

· Naz had just co-ordinated a group from Cyprus, France, Russia and Ireland in Bradford under and Action 5 – should lead to lots of follow on work.

· Peter had group in Jamaica working in school on arts and sports projects—likely teacher exchange now under BC scheme between primary school in Bradford and Jamaican school.

· Kirklees has a self funded Eurotrain group to Germany going June 21st
· Bradford hosting some Americans – from Experiment in International Living, based in Worcester

· Rotherham – just had a 3 month EVS placement from Slovenia

· Wakefield just got involved with France – intercultural youth centre – internet link ups

· Bradford/ Romania – outdoor education based fundraised visit. 

MJ suggested that any visiting groups or young people, student placements etc were welcome to come to committee to speak about their experiences – next committee DVD from Kirklees India visit.

8. Report back from German protocol talks

Roger had attended week in Berlin which was a to explore more fulsome relationship between Germany and England – build on bi-lateral talks, very practical included visits to projects and discussions about more co-operation etc. 4 emerging themes for future co-operation– 

Cultural Diversity

Youth and Environment

Lifestyle and YP today

Social Inclusion & transition to work.
Likely further event for worker and YP in October, To avoid child protection issues – group will need to come together, may be useful to those areas who already do a lot under twinning arrangements
Question was asked about how get on to German NA MJ to find out from Sarah Nicholas and let everyone know and flag up interest in follow up talks.

10. Training and support work
With the time left in this EYP still had a number of outstanding training and support pieces of work from 2 different annual programmes – combined these into 1 programme with a training course, work on involving young people, publication on international work, accreditation workshops and celebratory event.
