APPLICATIONS AND SCHEDULE – 5 x ACTION 1 AND 1 CNY

Applications were looked at in 2 groups;


05/YFE/GER/07/016 – Approved €5363.72. Committee support of extra group leader. Would like further details on objectives and learning outcomes after APV.

05/YFE/GER/07/017 – Approved €6894. Good programme and positive involvement of young people. 

05/YFE/TRI/07/018 – Approved €6817. Realistic objectives and good programme. Clear involvement of young people.

05/CNY/USA/07/019 – Approved €3845.04. Good programme. Grant for 16 young people and 2 workers.

05/YFE/TRI/07/020 – Approved €7170.Raised concerns about the number of different themes – possibly look at developing the programme around one particular theme. 

05/YFE/MUL/07/021 –Approved €19156. Reservations about young people’s involvement and fell that application is mass produced. However previous evidence of good practice. 

05/YFE/CZR/07/022 – Rejected. Not eligible as only 4 days. No evidence of young people’s involvement. Lack of objectives and learning outcomes. 

05/YFE/SPN/07/023 – Conditionally approved. €6620 Need to resubmit with evidence of young people involvement and learning outcomes.

ADDITIONAL INTERNATIONAL WORK


Other involvement with international work within the region was shared:

· Bradford - Return leg of Jamaican exchange to Bradford (Peter to email info on other Commonwealth exchanges)

· Rotherham  - 16 young people have been to Romania for 3 weeks work experience funded by Leonardo. Prior to the work experience the young people attend 8 weeks training.  

· Naz is undertaking training the trainer.

· Steve is undertaking TOM (training of multipliers)

· Kirklees – Narendra has been to India with some young people to a school for 5-18 year olds who are disabled or disadvantaged.

(i) Nick Gunner – British Council

Nick from the British Council attended to see how regional committees run and to provide information and support. 

i. Youthpass is a recognition scheme which is being pushed by the European Commission will be able to be accessed by all young people. The scheme is being piloted and 2 pilot groups are required for the region. The online tool is a database programme which will be feed into the European pilot. Peter Tate and Steve Morris (also possibly Rob) offered to pilot the scheme. The scheme will be European recognised and members were asked to check whether businesses and employers recognise non-formal qualifications. Steve suggested HBoS and Hygiene. 

ii. The new programmes should start October.

Action 1: will be action 1’s and old action 3’s

Action2: EVS

Action 3: Youth for the world

Action 4: Old action 5 will become new action 4

Action 5: large scale projects and projects centred around democracy

Currently unsure about funding and age ranges. Age ranges are unlikely to be fixed overall and will be fixed by each action. More information will be provided at the Chairs and Coordinators meeting in May.

There has been a proposed cut of approx 36% to all programmes and Andrew Hurley has encouraged committees to contact local MEP’s to make them aware and provide case studies of work which has been carried out.
