8. CYP Now – For Youth’s Sake charity questionnaire - help to establish the size of cuts facing the sector by taking part in a short survey.  The evidence will be used to hold the government to account for funding difficulties the sector is facing in advance of the Comprehensive Spending Review in October.  The survey should only take a few minutes to complete and the deadline for completing questionnaires is 17 September http://www.zoomerang.com/Survey/WEB22B3Z5GSCQK
9. Responsibilities for support for young people in the Department for Education - 3 main policy directorates:  one devoted to educational standards, led by Jon Coles; one devoted to the reform of the infrastructure and resources, led by Lesley Longstone; and one devoted to the strategies for children, young people and families, led by Tom Jeffery. Responsibilities for youth services, youth empowerment and leadership, and support for young people at risk to prevent teenage pregnancy, substance abuse and crime will be integrated with the Department's work on child health and wellbeing in a newly formed Supporting Children and Young People Group (SCYPG) led by Anne Jackson.  This Group will be a key part of Tom Jeffery's Directorate.  The changes have immediate effect from today. The Youth Task Force’s work will end – with a transitional period while the individual projects are brought to an end or migrated to other policy leads, SCYPG will retain its key relationship with the Ministry of Justice and the Home Office on youth justice and youth crime issues.

10. Core funding and free training for health charities - 2011 IMPACT Awards -The GSK IMPACT Awards are designed to reward charities that are doing excellent work to improve people's health. Organisations must be at least three years old, working in a health-related field in the UK with income between £10,000 and £1.5 million. Up to 20 awards will be made with an overall winner receiving £35,000, nine other winners receiving £25,000 and highly commended and runners up receiving £5,000 and £3,000. In addition 15 of the award winners will be offered free training valued at £4,000. To apply go to: http://www.kingsfund.org.uk/gskimpactawards - closing date Friday 24th September 2010.

11. Volunteering - Interim findings from the first year of the v Talent Year has revealed that 93 per cent of young people, surveyed after completing their placements in June, said their confidence had increased as a result.  v Talent Year is a national scheme developed by youth volunteering charity v to get young people aged 16 to 25 to volunteer full-time in local authority children's services and colleges, with a view to gaining a qualification at the end of a 44-week placement.  The findings also indicate that 94 per cent came away from the scheme with a Level 2 qualification, while 26 per cent have since gained full-time employment and 48 per cent have returned to education.

A study by The Prince’s Trust has revealed that young people from workless families are significantly more likely to struggle to find a job themselves, and feel far less confident about their future.  The report, ‘Destined for the Dole?’ interviewed over 2,000 16-to-24-year-olds and found that 70 per cent have struggled to find a job, while nearly one in five (18 per cent) expect to end up on benefits because other people around them have.  More than six out of ten (63 per cent) of those young people surveyed believe that having more volunteering opportunities in their local area would give them the skills they needed to find a job.

15. The Institute for Volunteering Research, the research arm of Volunteering England, has launched an Evidence Bank for volunteering research. The bank currently contains all of its own publicly available research produced since 1997, and will include research from other bodies later.

16. The NCVYS Young Partners Award 2010 is still open for nominations. The award is sponsored by Participation Works, the Big Lottery Fund and PGL and provides an opportunity for youth organisations and projects to demonstrate what young people and adults can achieve through working in partnership, sharing ideas and inspiring each other.
