	Working with Employers in South Warwickshire.  Delivered by Debbie Elmes and Mel Mills, Delivery Managers, Coventry and Warwickshire Connexions, this workshop will look at how Connexions is working with rural businesses in South Warwickshire to gather local labour market information, advertise vacancies and reduce the number of young people who are not in employment, education or training (NEET).  They will also show how the “Wheels to Work” moped scheme is continuing to help young people access employment and training and how they encourage local schools to develop links with rural businesses through professional development placements and work experience.  The workshop will include case studies of young people who have been involved.
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
