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Facts and NYA Guidelines
The benchmark that has been given is for each Youth Service to achieve 60 per cent of participants to gain a recorded outcome.
What is a Recorded Outcome?

This is where a young person gains measurable benefit from youth work intervention. This must be able to be proven.

The benchmark that has been given is for each Youth Service to achieve 30 per cent of participants to gain an accredited outcome.

What is an Accredited Outcome?

This is a process where the young person gains an accreditation by participating in a youth work setting. It must have credibility and be either internally or externally moderated by an awarding body or our organisation and must follow criteria.

Ideas for Evidencing

There are many ways to evidence work for accreditation schemes, the following is a list of some ways to collect different types of evidence.

> Take photographs at each stage of a project

> Get the young people to comment on each others work on post it notes, stick these on a piece of paper

> Do art work to evaluate

> Use audio tape

> Video the young people’s progress

> Do diary sheets

> Do a storyboard

> Use leaflets, posters etc

> Collect receipts for places you visit

> Research information on the internet

> Use tournament or programme lists

* Basically anything that can be individualised can be used as evidence.

* Please remember group work can be used as additional evidence and flipcharts/discussions should always have young people’s names next to their contribution.

How Accreditation Fits into the Youth Work Process
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The Process of Assessment and Moderation

Once young people have completed an accreditation their work should be handed in with a portfolio submission form to a member of the Accreditation Team at the following address;

The staff member will then give you receipt for the work and tell you when your work will be ready for collection. This will always be an approximate date and should be confirmed before you come to collect the work.

After this the work will be assessed internally and then moderated either internally or externally dependant on the accreditation scheme.
When you receive the work back an assessment form will be attached to the certificates and this will explain any decisions that have been made with regard the assessment and moderation.

The assessments and moderation are all done following a set of criteria for each scheme and if externally moderated a selection of the work is used to represent the groups work.

Please bear in mind that if work is externally moderated (see menu of accreditation for these schemes) this process takes longer than the internal process.
