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Accreditation Recording!

Many of you I know are trying to make sense of and attempting to identify a system for monitoring, recording and analysing recorded outcomes and accredited achievements. 


The team at Barnsley are developing a system that does NOT involve an “extra” load of paperwork, and can link young people’s achievement to the ECM outcomes framework, and therefore easily contribute to any future Joint Area Reviews. 


The system starts with; a Bi-annual curriculum action plan and is incorporated into the session recording sheets.  Accredited opportunities, that  Barnsley Youth Service offers can be ‘coded’ to the ECM outcomes framework in a way that allows flexibility in relation to which heading it is recorded under.


The certificates that young people receive on completion are photocopied sent to a central admin team with a completed “Verification of Accredited Award’” form.  This carries information that is entered onto an access data base.  This is still being developed, but headline data can be produced that feeds into their MI system.


Sounds good, it is good, to have a look at the paper work they use and find out more visit the YWU website
